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DISTRICT INSPECTION:  INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY (ICT)

The points below deal mainly with the important issues emerging for a district inspection of ICT.

The strengths of the work include the:

· priority given to the development of ICT over a number of years and the considerable allocation of resources, time and effort;

· clear commitment and strong leadership of the principal in developing the provision for ICT throughout the school;

· effective training and on-going support provided by the energetic and knowledgeable ICT co-ordinator;

· willingness of the teachers to develop their own skills and competence which has resulted in the high quality of the teaching in ICT;

· planning for progression in the development of the children’s ICT skills across the seven years and the four strands of ICT;

· excellent use of ICT in supporting and enhancing the children’s learning across the curriculum;

· confidence and motivation shown by the children in their use of a wide range of skills and software programmes; the children often take the initiative in deciding when and how to use ICT to support their classwork and homework.

No major areas for improvement were identified during the inspection.  The school is well-placed to take forward effectively the development of ICT.
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
